Tax Information

Contributions made to relief funds and 
Basta foundation can be claimed as a 

deduction under Section 80G 
of the Income Tax Act.

If you are eligible to pay tax, You are 
automatically qualified to claim a tax 

deduction under Section 80G. 
It does not matter that you - the 

taxpayer – is an individual, Company, 
Firm, HUF, Or any other person. 

However, You need to either be a 
resident Indian or a non-resident 

Indian (NRI) with an Indian passport. 
In both cases, You should have a taxable 

income in India to qualify for 
an exemption.

Who can claim 80G deduction?
