The “pink tax” on feminine 
products – are in part to blame.

At least 2 in 10 women and 
girls in rural areas across 12 

countries did not have a 
private place to wash and 

change during their last period.

A 2020 study showed that 
3 in 10 girls in India struggled 
to afford or access menstrual 

products and More than 
half of them used 

news paper instead.
